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Update 19.05 (Policy 6004 – School Crisis, Response, and Closure) 
 
The Board strives to provide a safe learning environment for students, staff, and other members of 
the school community.  The Superintendent will develop a school crisis response plan to be 
implemented in the event of an emergency. Beginning with the 2026-2027 school year, the district 
shall adopt and implement the standardized response terminology developed by the department of 
state police, in collaboration with the school safety and mental health commission. 
 
The Superintendent is authorized to close schools in the case of inclement weather or other 
emergencies when it is unsafe for students to travel to or attend school.
